This new law honors the memories of those veter-

ans, while allowing other veterans from previously undeclared eras to receive all The American Legion bene-

fits they have earned through their service. The Legion Act also redefines The American Legion eligibility 

dates The new eligibility dates are: April 6, 1917 ï November 11, 1918 and December 7, 1941 and forward.

Francis D. Day were assigned to the battleship USS Oklahoma, which capsized after sus-

taining multiple torpedo hits as it was moored off Ford Island in Pearl Harbor, Hawaii on 

Dec 7, 1941. The attack on the ship resulted in the deaths of 429 crewman. The above sea-

men were accounted for between July and August 2019. 

Army Air Forces SGT R.L. Tyler, was a member of Headquarters Squadron 19th Bom-

bardment Group, when taken prisoner after the fall of Bataan in the Philippines on April 9, 

1942. He reportedly died July 18-19, 1942, and was buried in a common grave at the Caba-

natuan Prisoner of War Camp. He was accounted for Sep 10, 2019 

Army CPL Joe T. Avant, was a member of Heavy Mortar Company, 31st Infantry Regi-

ment, 7th Infantry Division, 31st Regimental Combat Team, engaged in intense fighting near 

the Chosin Reservoir in North Korea. He was reported missing and unaccounted for on Nov 

30, 1950. He was accounted for Sep 10, 2019. 

Army CPL Autrey J. Betar, was a member of Heavy Mortar Company, 31st Infantry Regi-
ment, 7th Infantry Division, 31st Regimental Combat Team, engaged in intense fighting near 
the Chosin Reservoir in North Korea. He was reported missing and unaccounted for on Dec 

2, 1950. He was accounted for Sep 10, 2019.
